Study Abroad Awards
Call for Applications
The application deadline is 4PM January 25, 2018.
The Russian and American Foodways Program is a one-week study abroad opportunity for University of Arizona students to travel to Moscow, Russia in May 2018. The one-week study abroad program will take place during the Summer Pre-Session (tentative dates May 15-May 25). Students interested in earning credit for the study abroad should email Dr. Colleen Lucey (luceyc@email.arizona.edu). 
Approximately eight study abroad awards will be granted; awards will fully fund airfare, lodging, and food stipends during the program’s dates in Russia. In order to be eligible for this award, students must be enrolled in RSSS 305: Russian and American Foodways. RSSS 305 is a seven-week II hybrid course offered in Spring 2018 (dates March 12-May 2) and meets on Fridays, 9-11:50AM. RSSS 305 provides an in-depth study of food culture, traditional cuisine, agriculture, and “locavore” movements in Russian and American (particularly Sonoran) contexts. Through a variety of readings, films, lectures, and experiential learning activities, students will investigate the foodways and cultures of our two countries, with additional emphasis on contemporary issues of sustainability, environmental impact, and global interconnectedness. 
Applicants must be full time undergraduate or graduate students with a minimum 3.0 GPA, making satisfactory progress toward their degree, and enrolled in coursework in Russian and Slavic Studies at the University of Arizona. Incoming freshmen are not eligible to apply.
Priority will be given to students majoring in Russian and Slavic Studies. 
An award committee comprised of Russian and Slavic Studies faculty will review and select recipients. The committee will evaluate each student based on academic merit and other relevant criteria. Financial need is not a criterion for the award.
The application deadline is 4PM January 25, 2018.   
Applications consist of a complete student application dossier (see below).  The student application dossier should be submitted to the Russian and American Foodways Program Award Coordinator, Holly Lysne (hblysne@email.arizona.edu, 3rd floor of the Learning Services Building).
The student application dossier should contain the following materials:
1. A completed cover sheet (see below). 
2. A statement of purpose: This is a typed essay in English of 500 to 800 words in length.  The essay should be in Times New Roman 12 point font and should be double-spaced.  In your essay, explain your purpose(s) for studying Russian/Slavic language, literature, and culture. Explain how this study abroad opportunity fits into your intellectual interests, academic plans, and plans for life after graduation. Note if you plan on continuing study abroad in Moscow during summer 2018. 
3. University of Arizona transcript (unofficial campus copy is acceptable) 
4. One letters of recommendation:  Recommenders must submit a completed copy of the Recommendation Form with their letter (see below).  The recommendation must be submitted to the Award Coordinator (Holly Lysne, hblysne@email.arizona.edu, 3rd floor of the Learning Services Building) by the deadline indicated above.  If submitted in hard copy, recommendations must be submitted in sealed envelopes, with the author’s signature over the seal.
